Apimondia Statement on “Vegan Honey”

The Apimondia Statement on so-called “Vegan Honey” (VH) is the official position of Apimondia
regarding these types of products that use the word “honey”. This Statement aims at clarifying
concepts for authorities, manufacturers, traders, retailers, supermarkets, consumers and other
stakeholders of the honey trade chain about the definition of honey and the implications of the
misuse of the name “honey”. It aims at explaining all aspects to the consumers, so they are not
misled but rather understand the huge differences between ‘honey’ and what is called ‘vegan honey’.
